
Massacre in Motijhil 

 
In its report ‘ BANGLADESH: A massacre of demonstrators’ http://www.humanrights.asia/news/ahrc-

news/AHRC-STM-088-2013  published on May 6, 2013 the Asian Human Rights Commission suggested ‘that the 

number of deaths could be as high as 2,500 or more’. The report further states, ‘The Asian Human Rights 

Commission (AHRC) has learned that the security forces, including the Border Guards Bangladesh, the Rapid 

Action Battalion and the Police, started a massive crackdown on the demonstrators of the Hefazat-E-Islam early 

morning on Monday. According to unverified information the AHRC has received, a huge number of lives have 

already been lost. Numerous victims have been shot at close range by the state agencies. It appears that the 

international community stationed in Dhaka is fully aware of the brutal crackdown and the wanton extrajudicial 

execution happening within Dhaka and in the outskirts of the city.’ 

According to the evil scheme machinated by its’ new Goebbels, information minister Hasanul Hoq Inu, the 

Government is engaged in a campaign of dark propaganda. To prepare for this the government agents cut off 

the power lines before the action and deliberately set fire on the closed footpath shop contents of street 

vendors as well as some other shops and businesses in order to blame the protestors. Just before unleashing 

their brutal armed action against unarmed civilians they forcibly shut down television broadcasts and even in 

the morning made them to play only national music instead of  broadcasting news bulletin. As the AHRC further 

reports, ‘Major news channels in Bangladesh have been silenced. Two private television channels that were 

showing live pictures of the attacks upon the demonstrators were immediately closed down’. Now the 

government is spreading the lie that ‘it is because of the arson and vandalism of the protesters they had to use 

force’.
